The VEYM =19
aims to “educate youths in both spiritual and '
social life, and to help them become better people and OQWWCC‘
responsible Christians.”

A. Educational Approach
The VEYM takes pride in educating our youths in two distinct methods,
the Natural and the Supernatural/Spiritual way.

1. Natural: The VEYM uses natural methods such as singing,
dancing, outdoor activities, training camps, community service,
to grow and develop of VEYM members. These activities also
draw from the Bible and Catholic faith so that the activities are
not just fun but has a purpose.

2. Supernatural/Spiritual: The most essential component in the
spiritual life of a VEYM member is to live the Eucharistic Day
by participating in the Morning Offering, Praying, Receiving
Communion, Spiritual Bouquet, Sharing God’s Word, etc...

A. Chapter I. VEYM Background and History

Eucharistic Crusade

French Jesuit priest Fr. Bessiere, S.J. started
the Eucharistic Crusade, a youth branch of
the Apostleship of Prayer, to help youth
cope with the turmoil of WWI. Its goal is to
help youth connect with God through deep
reflection and good acts. This ideal is the
root of VEYM’s motto of Prayer and
Apostolic Works. The motto of Sacrifice
stems from the spirit of the Crusade of the
Cross, whose ideal is to offer one’s life to
protect the Church.

~_The Vietnamese
Eucharistic Youth Movement
The Eucharistic Crusade adopted a new
name, the VEYM (Phong Trao Thiéu Nhi
Thanh Thé Viét Nam). VEYM published its
first regulation handbook (Noi Quy)
outlining its foundation, goals, and rules.
VEYM still kept Communion at the center
of its teachings and added activities such as
singing, games, camping, and other
methods of religious education.

Today

Approximately 140 VEYM Chapters in
the US, with 22,000 members and 2,000
Youth Leaders. VEYM continues to grow.
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Quam Singulari

Pope Pius X released the decree “Quan
Singulari” that allowed children to receive
Holy Communion when they are old enough
to reason. Parents and pastors became
responsible for assuring children would
receive their First Communion and continue
to receive the Body and Blood of Christ on a
regular basis. From “Quam Singulari”’, VEYM
derived its motto of Communion.

Eucharistic Crusade to Vietnam
The St. Sulpice fréres (Dong Xuéan Bich)
brought the Eucharistic Crusade to Vietnam.
Although VEYM uses a different name today,
the start of the Eucharistic Crusade in 1929 was
VEYM'’s official birth. In the years following
its creation, the Eucharistic Crusade spread to
parishes across Vietnam.

New ByLaws Book

The Vietnamese Conference of Catholic
Bishops approves VEYM’s new regulation
handbook.

Spread of VEYM

With the fall of South Vietnam in 1975, the
VEYM'’s activities ceased temporarily. The
waves of refugees fleeing Vietnam brought
VEYM back to life again. VEYM is
currently active in many different countries:
Australia, Canada, Europe, and the United
States.

Your enthusiasm is
contagious. If you are not enthusiastic about the game,
why should the kids be?

Tips to success

1.

Bible connection before and after the game. Doing so will help
the kids remember that the game wasn’t only fun, but they also
learned something from it.

Be well prepared. Prepare in advance the materials and items you
may need for your game. Think about your space, the more the
prepare, the less likely issues will arise.

Be flexible. Factors may come up that require you to adapt your
game. Maybe you planned for the game to be outside, but now it
is raining, and it will have to be an indoor game. Additionally,
maybe the game is not going so well, and you will have to switch
to a different game to keep the spirit of the kids up.

Remain enthusiastic at all times. Be patient with the kids.
Remember, your enthusiasm affects the kids!

Short and clear directions. More play time and less talk time!
Know what you need to say in advance (and practice) so that
when you are giving directions, it is short and concise. If you are
confused, the kids will be confused.

Take age into consideration. A game for the Knights most likely
is not appropriate for Seedlings.

Keep it simple and fun. Do not make it too complicated, as the
kids will be more confused.

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Knights of Eucharist: Ages 16 to 17

Ideal: Jesus, proclaiming the Good News with a focus on the Eight Beatitudes
Teaching Method: Youth Leaders holds little authority in the control of the flow of
content. Group discussion and assignments, community projects, etc.

This age is a time of intense emotions and relationship with peers and family. The
following points outline essential psychological developments common to the Knight’s
age group and offers effective approaches to working with them. These points will
address the cause and reaction to Knight’s sense of independence, individual identity,
and social fit.

Independence: Media and western norms often influence 2" Generation Vietnamese

Americans. They are able to navigate life independently and are on the cusp of

adulthood and desire autonomy. To gain independence, they may quarrel and challenge

authority.

Implications:

A))  Allow perceived freedom. Youth Leader can pick several topics or activities to
teach and then present those to Knights to choose one. This way, the Youth
Leader can ensure learning in a controlled environment and it does not go
against Church teaching.

B.)  Provide opportunity for leadership and independence. Knights can do activities
with the other divisions or be a helper.

C) Teach the Knights the different aspects of leadership, teamwork, self-discipline,
and self-control.

Individual Identity: Knights will seek to form their own identity and meaning. Knights

are capable of complex thought processes and can identify and internalize societal

values. To make meaning of their identity, struggling Knights often challenge and ask,

“Who am [?”

Implications:

A))  Youth Leaders must have a solid foundation and firm stand on their faith and the
Catholic religion.

B.)  Allow interactive and analytical discussions where Knights can discuss and
debate about societal issues.

C) Learn about Vietnamese culture.

D.)  Help them understanding their calling to be a Knight of the Eucharist (on goi)
and the life of a Knight.

E.)  Teach the Bible and the application to life.

F.) Assist Knights to explore their role with God, within society, and within their
Chapter.

Societal Fit: When Knights can’t come to term with their own identity, they tend to rely

on peers for social norm and acceptance. Knights will try to fit in with chosen peer

group that share similar interests. Many will follow trends or become members of

groups to establish an identity.

Implications:

A) Monitor cliques and employ integrative activities to encourage teamwork.

B.) Promote, accept, and celebrate the diversity of all people (God’s creation).

C.)  Build self-confidence, self-esteem, and self-concept.

D.)  Glamorize and popularize faith-based activities. If Knights look up to you, they
will also admire what you do.

Those with Authority Above the Moderator

The Moderator should give orders in a smart and subtle manner, only when
necessary to avoid potential conflicts. Issues usually arise between Moderators
and Youth Leader Trainers due to untimeliness.

A. Within a Chapter: the moderator works under the guidance of the Board
of Executive Officers, Division Leader, or Sub-Division Leader.
B. In training camp: the moderator works under the guidance of the Camp

Chaplain, Camp Master, Assistant Camp Master, or Head Moderator.
Typically, all orders filter through the Head Moderator down to the
Moderators. Only doing so will avoid conflicting commands from
multiple sources.

If there are changes in the time or the program, the moderator must
communicate to upper management to resolve. The moderator should
avoid making decisions unilaterally except in emergencies.

The moderating team fixes their uniform and presents themselves to the
Moderator to receive the flag. The team should then head to the flagpole
(in a training camp, the flag should be stored near the director’s
committee tent or a worthy place).

Team order of receiving the flag: Team Leader goes first, then the person
holding the American flag, followed by person holding the Vietnam
Flag, then the person holding the VEYM flag, lastly the other team
members.

When arriving at the flagpole, the Team Leader should line up the team
and then have the team turn left to face the flagpole.

Attaching the flag: Team Leader designates two people / flag
beforehand; one person holds the flag and the other attaches the flag.
Never let the flag touch the ground.

After tying the flag, everybody returns to the team position and the Team
Leaders says “Chao Co ...Chao!”

After saluting, call out order to turn right and then forward march. Run
behind the flag pole counter clockwise to return to where the activities
are occurring.

I11.  Lesson Preparation and Shaping Your Lesson and Delivery to Your

Audience

A. Audience: Seedlings generally are dominant visual learners and as they
grow older, their learning method strengthens and expands to learn in
other ways.

1. Seedling (Ages 7-9): The shortest attention span of the four
divisions and it is important that the Youth Leader is engaging
and full of energy.

a) Visual Learners: Seedlings learn best when they can
visualize and see the information.

b) Materials: Use visual aids that help in the learning
process.
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2. Search (Ages 10-12): This age group requires structure and
Search members function best when there are clear and defined
rules.

a) Visual and Auditory Learners: Building on the learning
style of the Seedlings, Search can grasp concepts and
directions by hearing it, although still learn best with a
mix of visual and auditory.

3. Companion (Ages 13-15): Companions are ready to challenge
authority and perceived ownership over what they are learning
and buy-in is key to engaging this age group.

a) Visual, Auditory, and Kinesthetic Learners: Building on
the learning style of the Search, Companions learn best by
doing. Controlled discussions and real-life examples are
often the best way to engage Companions.

4. Knights (Ages 16-17): Knights have their sights on transitioning
to adulthood and desire ownership and decision-making in what
they learn. They seek pragmatic lessons that are impactful now
and relevant.

a) Cumulation of all Learning Methods: They can learn by
teaching others, self-teach, doing community service
projects.

Methods to Teach: The below are examples of different teaching

methods. Note that some methods may not be appropriate for younger

age groups.

1. Lecture, games, questions, puzzles, roleplay, art projects, debate,
discussions, visual materials, music and video, storytelling,
report, projects, field trips

The 12 Qualities Great Teachers Share

A.

Passion for teaching: this can manifest itself in many ways, from
jumping around the room type of educator, to ones who had a passion
that Youth Members had to be quiet to catch onto.

Love of kids: important that you not only love the subject you are
teaching, but love Youth Members too.

Love the subject: often shows during teaching. Great educators not only
love their subject, but they love to share that joy with Youth members.
Understanding the role VEYM plays in a Youth Member’s life:
VEYM is more than the lessons. It is a time to grow, explore, try on
identities, and find joys.

A willingness to change: we talk about how VEYM should be
transformative for Youth Members, but it can be just as transformative
for Youth Leaders.

A work ethic that does not quit: it is a hard, draining role that will
demand all that you can give. But the reward is always to come.

A willingness to reflect: be able to ask why things went the way it did,
both on the good and bad days. Admit it was bad because of what you
did, not what the students did. Teaching requires a willingness to cast a
critical eye on your practice, pedagogy, and yourself. It can be brutal.
Organization: imagine how much better you would be if the structure of
everything you did was just a little more organized.



l. Understanding that being a “great educator” is a constant struggle
to always improve: always seek to want to get better.

J. Enough ego to survive the hard days: there may be days that you leave

disheartened. Have enough sense of self to survive those days.

Enough humility to remember it is not about you: it is about the kids.

VI.  Essential Elements of the Eucharistic Fire
A. Follows the designated theme in the Holy Bible for the training camp.
B. The contents of the performance should come from the Bible. The order

of the performances should be chronological, from the Old Testament to
the New Testament.

C. The Eucharistic Fire is a performance of the Scripture; it is not a
comedy, a concert, or a music festival. It is not a show, but rather, a play.

D. Be creative and flexible in the roles, using the words from the Bible
depending on the performance at hand. Never misrepresent, change the
words or the individuals in the Bible.

E. Maintain the educational concept of the Eucharistic Fire, especially
educating about faith. If needed, sacrifice the comedy to maintain the
educational priority.

F. Each performance should have a lesson applicable to real life.

G. Costumes are very important for the success of the performance. Avoid
changing the gender of the actor/actress. For example, a male must
perform the role of Moses.

H. Pay attention to the time allotted. Each performance should be 7 to 10
min and no longer.
